2004 Bike Trip

Martha’s Vineyard

June 25, 26, 27, 2004

This year’s bike trip returns us to Martha’s Vineyard, site of our 2001 trip, to celebrate the end of the school year. We’ll be staying at The Family Campground in the center of the island and yes, we are inviting family members to join us again this year. Family members will eat in a special “guest” patrol, and sleep in a “family” section of our campsite. We encourage families to bring their own tents, but if you need to borrow one, please advise when submitting your outing fees. 

Fees: $60/camper, Due June17 

This year we will load our truck on Thursday evening, June 24, at the scout shed, Legion Hall at 7:00 PM. All food (well iced), personal gear, bicycles, and helmets should be loaded at that time, as there will not be room in the cars leaving Friday. The truck will arrive at the Wood’s Hole Ferry about 11:00 AM on Friday to ensure passage on the 12:00 transit to the Vineyard. The scouts will depart the scout shed at 8:30 AM Friday. They will meet the truck/trailer in Martha’s Vineyard, and bike to the campground. Anyone not wishing to bike to camp can walk the short distance in under an hour. 


Weather and Preparation:

Since this is a Bike Trip, everyone should perform a pre-trip inspection of his or her equipment prior to arriving at the scout shed on Thursday. Look for bad tires, broken spokes, rusted or unaligned chains, bad seat adjustments, loose handlebars, etc. Have you outgrown your bicycle since last summer? Bring water bottles for use while biking and perhaps a backpack for your sack lunch or souvenirs. Bring a bike helmet!! We will not load any bikes without a helmet and you must wear one while riding.

All Participants:  Know your biking ability!! We will have at least 4 different bike trips on the island: 1) Extreme Bikers (ready for Tour de France), 2) Strenuous (fast, serious bikers), 3) Moderate (ready to see the sites at a more leisurely pace), and 4) family bikers with smaller children. Group 4 may become several groups depending upon needs and desires of the bikers. If you feel overly challenged by biking around the island, there will be at least one group planning to take in the beach.

The weather can be cool at night (40s), and hot in the daytime (90s) though temperatures are usually in the 60s at night and low 80s during the day in June. Bring sunscreen!! Be prepared for either extreme. I have attached a checklist for guidance.
