d.  All items should be brought to the parking lot at 7:30 on the 19th, if you need help transporting articles or you are not going to be around on the 19th please coordinate with Mr. Bowling.


2) We need staff during the sale.  Please let Mr. Bowling know if you are going to be able to help on  June 19.  We need parents and Scouts.  I will take sign ups on a first come basis.  Scouts working at the Yard sale will receive hourly credit toward their Summer Camp costs.  

3) We also will need help transporting any leftovers to the Swap Site at the Landfill before 3PM.  Parents with vans or pick-ups should sign up with Mr. Bowling for this activity.  If we are good at selling this effort will require minimal support!


4) We hope to have good weather.  I have not scheduled a rain date.  If the weather looks wet, I will coordinate crews to set up the Troop Circus Tents early on Saturday morning.
