Weather and Preparation:


We should expect that it will be warm during the day (70s – 80s), and cool in the evening (50s – 60s).  Rain is also a possibility, so you should bring a light, weatherproof jacket or poncho and if you have waterproof pants, it would be a good idea to bring them along.  Heavy, warmer clothing is recommended at the campsite.  Since we’ll be hiking, you should bring along some personal first aid items such as moleskin, or bandages.  I have attached a checklist to provide guidance on what to bring.
