2005 Summer Camp Information

Sunday, July 31st through Saturday August 6th
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May 2005

Dear Troop 89 Scout and Parent:

We are expecting over thirty Scouts to attend this year's Summer Camp adventure at Camp Squanto from July 31st  to August 6th 2005.  For the scout, Summer Camp offers the outdoors, character development, aquatics, physical fitness, rank advancement, merit badges, fun, and friendship.  The total cost for Scouts for the week is $265 per Scout due April 28th, or $285 after April 28th.  

This letter provides information on our Summer Camp Orientation session and the medical forms that must be completed for each scout.  A complete Summer Camp packet will be sent directly to all Scouts who have registered for camp in the near future.

On Thursday, June 9th, we will conduct a mandatory Summer Camp Orientation meeting and Merit Badge Signup during our normal Troop Meeting time period.  All Scouts who plan to attend camp and at least one parent are expected to attend.  We will review the details for the week, register Scouts for merit badges and individual activities, collect medical forms and payments for Troop photographs ($8.00), and will answer questions from Scouts and parents.  

A Medical Form is attached to this letter.  Please try to turn in the completed medical form on Thursday, June 9th.  Please note that an original form with original signatures is required; the camp will not accept copies.  Information related to the form and required medical exam follows:

· All Scouts and leaders under 40 years of age attending camp must have a medical exam performed by a physician within 24 months prior to our camp arrival date of July 31, 2005.  (After July 31, 2003)

· Adults over 40 years of age attending camp are required to have a medical exam performed by a physician within 12 months prior to our camp arrival date of July 31, 2005.  (After July 31, 2004)

· All Scouts and leaders, regardless of age, must have a medical form signed by a physician within 12 months prior to our arrival date of July 31, 2005.  (After July 31, 2004)

· Scouts and adult leaders will not be permitted to remain in camp without a properly completed medical form.  Parents (or adults) should complete PARTS I, II, III, IV, and VI on the front side.  Pay particular attention to Part IV, Immunizations.  Current dates for all immunizations listed are required by state law.  Check marks or words "up to date" are not acceptable.  The parent (or adult) should also fill in all information on the reverse side of the form.  The physician should fill in Parts V and VII on the front side.  The physician may fill in information from a previous visit as long as the exam was conducted after July 31, 2003 for under age 40 participants and after July 31, 2004 for over age 40 participants.  A physician, applicant, and Parent/Guardian must sign each Scout's medical form.  The parent signs in the appropriate space in Part III, Parental Statement.  While a health practitioner may give the actual exam under the direction of the physician, only the physician signs in Part V, Physician's Evaluation and Advice.  Doctors’ appointments for check-ups are notoriously difficult to obtain over the summer.  Please do not delay in making the appointment for the medical check-up and physician signature.

Several adults are planning to spend the entire week at camp.  In addition, some additional adults will also spend several days at camp.  Other adults are more than welcome and encouraged to spend a few days with us at any time during the week.  If you would like to spend some time with us, please let Mr. Thole know as soon as possible.
