TRIP INFORMATION AND EQUIPMENT LIST

Trip Description:

We will visit take a ferry from Long Wharf in Boston and visit at least 2 of the islands which make up the Boston Harbor Islands National Recreation Area, George’s Island and Lovells Island.  The 39-acre island George’s Island is the home of Fort Warren, a Civil War era fort which once guarded the city of Boston against the possibility of invading forces in wartime, and is now a National Historic Landmark.  The Scouts will have time to explore the fort and all its intriguing tunnels and passages.  We will camp on nearby 48-acre Lovells Island, which has trails through dunes and woods, picnic areas, the remains of another old fort, Fort Standish, and a supervised swimming beach.

Signup & Cost:  

The signup deadline will be Friday June 23.  The cost will be $30/person, payable at the time of signup.  This covers meals Saturday lunch through Sunday breakfast, campground fees and transportation costs.  Trip participants should bring extra spending money for souvenirs or food/ice cream at Fort Warren.  

The signup procedure is as follows:  Send an e-mail with “Troop 89 Boston Harbor Islands Trip” in the re: line to Trip Coordinator Mr. Lester at tripcoordinator@troop89medfield.org, and with a copy to Treasurer Mr. Marto.  You will then be responsible to deliver a check or cash for trip payment to Mr. Marto, 26 Farm St, before the signup deadline.  

Logistics and Schedule:

Saturday August 12, 8:00 am, meet at the Scout Shed, behind American Legion Hall, with all gear.  Wear Class B uniform (Troop 89 T-shirt).  We will drive to Long Wharf in Boston and park there for the ferry.  Bring a bag lunch for Saturday.

Sunday August 13, 11:00 am:  We will arrive for return to the Scout Shed.  Scouts will be dismissed for pickup after normal procedures for unloading and stowing gear.

Activities, Weather and Preparation:

Be prepared for varying weather.  It can be cool at night (as low as 40s), and hot in the daytime (as high as 90s), although averages are 60s-70s.  Be prepared for either extreme.  Bring sunscreen and insect repellent!!  

Uniform note: 

Full Class A Scout uniforms are not required.  Class B uniforms (the Troop 89 T-shirt) are required for Saturday for safety and group identification on ferry crossing. 

Parental Approval: 

Form must be on file with the troop.

Being prepared is your responsibility and you should make sure YOU PACK all of the following suggested equipment, clothes and safety items for the trip.  Please make sure to bring this newsletter and equipment list on the trip.  It is important to be prepared for all possible weather conditions.
