TRIP INFORMATION 

Trip Description:

The Webelos Weekend Campout is an important part of our camping program, to teach good outdoor skills.  It also serves as Troop 89’s primary recruiting tool for new Scouts, by offering Webelos Cub Scouts from Packs 200 and 113 a chance to meet Troop members and see some of the fun of being a Boy Scout.  The event helps the Webelos Scouts fulfill one of their Arrow of Light requirements by spending the day with us as well.  Webelos 2 Scouts will be also staying overnight with the Troop.

This year we will again camp at the Cat Rock site in Hale Reservation in Westwood which offers plenty of interesting terrain to explore, a beautiful campsite and of course Cat Rock.  

The PLC has an active day planned for Saturday, including scoutcraft demonstrations, a hike, an emergency preparedness drill and much fun and games.  It is very important that we get a good turnout from the troop to help staff all of the scoutcraft demonstrations and to help the Webelos learn about our troop from one of you!!  We expect a large group of Webelos scouts, 25 or more, so we hope all Troop members will attend.  This is our last campout until January.  Please try to make it.

Be prepared:

Being prepared is your responsibility and you should make sure YOU PACK all of the suggested equipment/clothes for the trip.  Please make sure to bring this newsletter and equipment list on the trip.  We will do a quick inspection prior to departure to make sure everyone has the necessary equipment.  Results of the inspection will count toward the Camping Excellence Award for this trip.

The weather is a huge variable this time of year.  Be prepared for wet and cold weather. We will be in tents. 

Parental Approval: 

Form must be on file with the troop. 

Meals:

Scouts should eat a hearty breakfast Saturday before coming to the Scout Shed.  Lunch and Dinner Saturday and breakfast Sunday are included in the trip cost. 

Advancement Note:

There will be opportunities to work on complete Communications and Camping merit badges and to complete hiking, nature observation, cooking and other Scoutcraft related requirements for all ranks.  You must let your patrol leader and an adult know in advance what requirements you would like to complete.
