BACKPACKING HIGH ADVENTURE (June 23 - June 27)

This High Adventure opportunity is offered to Scouts who are 1st Class or higher in rank, and will be 14 by the time of the trip or will have completed 8th grade.  We will travel to the White Mountain National Forest for a 4 night, 5 day backpacking adventure.  We will swim under waterfalls, hike along a ridge above the tree line, and ascend peaks over 4000' in altitude.  We will learn about the logging history of the area, and spend part of the time hiking on old logging railroad beds.  We will spend 4 nights on the trail, staying in established wilderness campsites with shelters, platforms or graded tent pads.  We may spend one night in an AMC Hut depending on interest of the group.  
Scheduled departure from Medfield is 7:00 am, Saturday June 23, with return Wednesday June 27.  Note, if the school calendar is extended to Monday June 25 due to snow cancellation days (it would take 5) then we will push start of trip to Tuesday June 26.  
Scouts must be prepared to carry approximately 35 pounds of gear and food for 5-8 miles per day over varied terrain.  We will have training hikes and teamwork activities in advance that Scouts will be expected to attend.
