Trip Description:

We will visit the United States Military Academy at West Point, New York to attend the 45th Annual Scoutmasters Council Invitational Camporee.  We will be hosted by Troop 89 Alum and Eagle Scout Alex Bowling.  This will be an exciting weekend of Scouting activity at a major annual event for the USMA campus, attended by over 110 Boy Scout and Girl Scout troops and Venture Crews from all over the eastern U.S.  We will camp at one of the major training areas, Lake Frederick.

Logistics and Schedule:

All Scouts report to the Shed by 3:00 pm Friday, May 4.  We will leave Medfield promptly by 3:15 pm, to arrive at West Point by approximately 7:30 pm.  We will then set up at Lake Frederick campground.    

On Sunday May 6 we will leave West Point approximately 11:30 am after conclusion of the closing ceremony.  Scheduled arrival time to the Scout shed is 3:30 pm Sunday, subject to adjustment for traffic, etc.    Scouts will be released for pickup after regular procedures for stowing gear and checkout are completed. 

Exact driving directions will be provided at the time of departure.  The distance is approximately 200 miles and a 4 hour drive.
Special uniform note:  

For this trip, Scouts WILL BE required to bring both Class B and Class A uniforms.  This contrasts with the usual policy that uniforms are not required on weekend trips. The class A uniform will be required for reveille and retreat formations, formation on Saturday and all subsequent activities Saturday evening, and for Sunday morning.   We will wear the Class B shirts for other Saturday activities.  The Academy requests that Scouts do NOT bring or wear clothing that includes elements of a military uniform, such as BDU pants, camouflage, fatigues, etc. at West Point.
Signup & Cost:  

Signup will be at the regular Scout meeting, Thursday March 29.  Please note we have to provide a count and pay in full for attendance at the weekend by April 1, so no late signups will be allowed.  

Cost will be $38/Scout, payable in cash or check at the time of signup.  This covers the Camporee registration fee, 3 meals on Saturday, Sunday brunch, and transportation.  In addition, Scouts should bring their own money sufficient for purchase of (1) food on the drive to West Point Friday night, (2) any souvenirs desired from the West Point museum and (3) lunch food on the drive home Sunday.  

Parental Approval: 

Regular form must be on file with the troop.  In addition, for this trip the organizers require each Scout to submit signed liability release and medical history forms, and each adult to sign a liability release form.  These forms are attached.  These completed and signed forms must be submitted no later than the Troop meeting on Thursday, May 3.  Without these forms, the Scout will not be able to participate.

Please make sure to bring this newsletter and equipment list on the trip.  It is important to be prepared for all possible weather conditions.
