ADDITIONAL SUMMER CAMP OPPORTUNITIES

In addition to Troop 89’s week at camp, Camp Squanto offers additional opportunities available to Troop 89 Scouts.  These specialty camp weeks are offered directly by Camp Squanto and are not coordinated by the troop.  If you are interested, visit www.campsquanto.net to sign up (select “camp forms”, then “eagle week application” or “provisional  camp application” about 2/3 down on left-side list).
· Scouts may attend camp any time as part of the Provisional Troop.  The Provisional Troop is made up of Scouts that want additional time at camp, Scouts that can’t attend camp when their troop attends, and Scouts whose troops don’t go to summer camp.

· Eagle Week offers Scouts First Class or higher an opportunity to focus on merit badges required for the Eagle rank.  Since these are difficult merit badges, it is recommended that Scouts be 14 years of age and a STAR Scout by the time Eagle Week starts.  This year Eagle Week will be held August 12-17.

The cost for these specialty weeks is $305.  If this will be the second week (or more) of camp this summer for the Scout, then the price is discounted to $225.
