TRIP INFORMATION 

Signup and Cost:

Signup will be at the FIRST troop meeting for the year on September 6, 2007.  Cost will be $30 per person, due at sign-up deadline.  This covers 4 meals, overnight campsite fees, and transportation.  Scouts should bring their own pocket money.  There may be an opportunity for stopping at a location where hot chocolate, snacks etc. may be purchased.

Trip Description:

We will visit the Crawford Notch area of the White Mountain National Forest.  A group or groups of backpackers will hike in the surrounding mountains and stay at established backcountry tent sites.  Younger Scouts will stay at Dry River campground and take part in a scenic day hike.  Backpackers will be divided in groups of 10-12, with a minimum of 2 adult leaders per group.  Route options may vary in difficulty according to interests of the groups.  

Eligibility for backpacking will be those Scouts 13 years of age OR 1st Class.  

Adult Leadership:

Adults are encouraged to attend this trip.  We need adult leaders to cover all of the hiking groups divided by ability.  We welcome any new adults who have not attended a trip in the past and would like to come on one now.  
Logistics:  

Saturday, September 22, 6:30 am: - meet at the Scout Shed for prompt departure.  Patrol leaders and grubmasters will be required to report at 6:00 AM.  

Sunday, September 23, 4:00 pm:  Return arrival at Scout Shed, after hiking activities conclude at 1:00 pm.  Scouts will be dismissed for pickup after normal procedures for unloading and stowing gear.

Be prepared:

Being prepared is your responsibility and you should make sure YOU PACK all of the suggested equipment, clothes and safety items for the trip.  Please make sure to bring this newsletter and equipment list on the trip.  We will do a shakedown at the meeting on Sept 20 to make sure everyone has the necessary equipment.  

Scouts must be prepared for COLD weather both at night and while hiking.  It is mandatory to bring multiple layers of warm clothing, a wool hat, and mittens or gloves.  Scouts must also bring at least 3 Liters of water bottle capacity.  Despite cool weather it is easy to become dehydrated when hiking strenuously, so it is important to drink plenty of water.   

Parental Approval: 

Form must be on file with the troop. 

Environmental Impact: 

We will practice “Leave No Trace” low impact camping in the backcountry.  As a mandatory part of trip please be familiar with “Leave No Trace - Outdoor Ethics” guidelines.  
Meals:

Scouts should eat a hearty breakfast Saturday before coming to the Scout Shed.  Lunch and dinner Saturday and breakfast and lunch Sunday are included in the trip cost. 
Advancement Note:

For those working on tenderfoot, second class or first class, there will be opportunity to complete camping and cooking related requirements.  Be sure to let your patrol leader and an adult know in advance what requirements you would like to complete.  In particular, if you are a new Scout and you have not completed Tenderfoot cooking, plan to do it on this trip and you can earn Tenderfoot for the next Court of Honor.
