Scout's Unit Number (Pack, Troop)
SELECTION PROCESS: Individuals may submit more than one design. Each will be judged independently. The Selection Committee will review each and every design. The committee will select the patch which best incorporates the design challenges defined above as well as:
Highlights one or more traditions of Scouting at all ages, including but not limited to the Scout Oath, the Scout Law, Outdoor Fun, Values, etc.
