Weather and Preparation:

This is a SPRING CAMPING trip so you must plan accordingly! Be prepared for cold and/or rainy weather.
Remember what you have learned about cold weather camping: dress in layers, avoid cotton clothing, remove sweaty or
wet clothing and change into dry clothes prior to bedding down, bring extra changes of dry, warm clothes, cover exposed
skin, and if you get cold, take immediate corrective action.

Also, gear should be packed in a backpack as there may be a short walk-in to the site where we camp.
